The Chimp’s Snack
With a simple gesture, he taught me that animals are not so very different from us humans.

Jane Goodall

1. My fascination with animals started practically before I could talk. I was mesmerised by anything that wiggled or climbed. So when I received a letter in 1956 inviting me to visit a friend’s farm in Kenya, I thought it was my big chance. I went straight to London film studio where I worked and gave my notice. I was 23 and maybe it was a bit rash, but I wanted to see the Africa I’d read so much about. To save money for the trip, I moved back to my parent’s house and took a job as a waitress.

2. When I arrived in Kenya the next year, and acquaintance said, “If you’re interested in animals, you should meet Louis Leakey.” I though Louis was mostly famous for his study of early humans. Still, I bravely telephoned him. The voice on the other end of the line said, “I am Leaky, what do you want?” I meekly said, “I want to work with animals.” Surprisingly, he let me come and see him.

3. I was totally captivated during the meeting. Even though I had no university degree, I had read so much about Africa that I think he was impressed. That day he gave me a job as his personal secretary.

4. Later that year Louis sent me to work at an archaeological dig at Olduvai Gorge in Tanganyika, in the middle of nowhere – no road, no trail, nothing. I think he had realised that I didn’t care about hairdressing or clothes or parties – that I was totally single-minded in wanting to live with and learn about animals.

5. That’s why in 1960 he chose me to go to Gombe, on the shore of Lake Tanganyika, to study chimps and their social patterns. He took a huge risk sending someone so inexperienced. I was terrified of letting him down, because it was his reputation at stake. Nobody cared about my reputation; I didn’t have one.

6. My big discovery came four months into the study. We had only the money for six moths of research; if we learnt something significant, we could apply for more. The pressure was building. 
7. My base camp was 200 metres from the lake shore, beside the Gombe stream. I had got up while it was still dark that morning, had my cup of coffee and a piece of bread, and then set out. I climbed to the lookout point I called the Peak and sat for a while to hear if there were chimps nearby. I didn’t hear anything.

8. Then, walking through the tangled vegetation, I suddenly saw this dark shape hunched over a golden-red termite mound about 30 metres from me. Using binoculars, I could see it was a chimp I called David Greybeard, and he was picking up grass. He seemed to be pushing individual blades of grass into the mound, pulling them out and putting them in his mouth.

9. After about 30 minutes David Greybeard got up and disappeared into the bushes. I walked over to the termite heap and spotted a number of blades of grass lying around. In the mound were openings where termites crawled in and out. I picked up one of the blades of grass, pushed it down a hole and found that I could pull the termites out from deep inside the nest.

10. Two weeks earlier, a biologist had visited me at my study site and said, “Jane, if you see chimps either hunting or tool-using, it will be worth a year’s research.” This was what I was witnessing, but I didn’t tell anyone because I thought maybe I was wrong.
11. I waited a few days until I saw David Greybeard again, this time with his companion, Goliath. Not only were they using grass to fish for termites to eat, but occasionally they would pick up a leafy twig, strip off the leaves, and use it in the same way. In essence, they were modifying an object for a specific purpose – to capture termites – and that’s a definition of tool-use.

12. I sent a telegram to Louis telling him of my findings. He replied with his famous answer, “Now we must redefine man, redefine tools, or accept chimps as humans,” because until that time only man was considered a toolmaker. My discovery of tool-making in the wild enabled us to get money to continue the research and allowed me to stay in Africa. It also made Louis proud of me.

13. I knew David Greybeard for seven years. In 1968, when there was a terrible epidemic of something like bronchial pneumonia, David disappeared. He must have died. And I felt terrible. I never can describe my relationship with the chimps. Total respect is getting there. It seems we need a new word.

14. Up until the 1986 publication of my thesis, The Chimpanzees of Gombe, I pretty much lived in the forest. Now I’m on the road 300 days a year for my institute trying to spread the message to preserve the environment and save the animals. The chimps are the centrepiece because they – more than anything – have helped us to realise that there isn’t a sharp line between humans and the rest of the animal kingdom. They have given me so much. What a privilege it was to be let into their world. Now I need to help them.

The Healing Power of Sleep

As anyone who’s suffered through a few sleepless nights knows, losing sleep can hobble reflexes and fog the mind. Study volunteers deprived of just a couple of hours for a few nights in a row have slowed reaction times and faltering concentration. The consequences can be deadly. Experts warn that lack of sleep causes thousands of car accidents each year.

Now findings have turned up at least two other good reasons to get plenty of shuteye. First, a sound sleep seems to be key to a healthy heart. “As soon as people drift off, levels of hormones that stimulate the sympathetic nervous system during the waking hours, called catecholamines,  begin to ebb,” says research psychiatrists Michael Irwin of the University of California at Los Angeles. The result: blood pressure falls. Heart rate slows. Blood vessels relax, making it easier for blood to flow. “Our hearts, in other words, get a much deserved rest,” says Irwin.

Not so when study subjects are deprived of sleep. Catecholamine levels can actually climb, raising blood pressure and making the heart work harder than normal. That added burden, over time, could spell trouble.

Sleeplessness can knock the stuffing out of the body’s immune defences as well. Immune cells may be responsible for commanding sleep, in fact. And when we don’t obey their orders, germ-fighting cells called natural killers begin to stumble.

One or two nights of bad sleep probably don’t pose much danger. “However, chronic sleep deprivation might,” says neuroscientist Carol Everson of the Medical College of Wisconsin. In a recent study, she found that when rats are sleep-deprived over a three-week period, bacteria that normally reside in the gut begin to spread to organs and the bloodstream, making the animals ill. Death can result. “That’s worrying because their basic biological needs are a lot like ours,” says Everson.

How much shuteye do you need to steer clear of trouble? The experts’ advice to aim for seven to nine hours a night. If you find yourself tossing and turning, ease off the coffee, tea or cola. Back off on alcohol too – another sleep thief. If you still have trouble sleeping, talk to your doctor.

Murders on increase

The crime statistics released ____ Tuesday last week paint a gloomy picture for residents in the east of Pretoria, with murder and robbery with aggravating circumstanses on the rise.

However, important to bear in mind is the fact that these statistics reprezent only crimes that have been reported.

The Minister of Safety and Security, Charles Nqakula, and the National Comisioner of the SAPS, Jackie Selebi, released the statistics for the period April 2006 to March 2007 at the Union Buildings.

The statistics reveal that reported murders at the Brooklyn, Garsfontein and Silverton police stations increased by 76% f_____25 to 44 incidents, while robbery with aggravated circumstances increased by 22%, rising from 1 269 to 1 556.
The good news, however, is that hijacking cases decreased by 30% and only too truck hijackings and four cases of cash-in-transit robberies were reported.

While the number of burglaries at residential premises decreased by 15% to 4008, the number of burglaries at business premises increased by 25%, to 749 burglaries reported, at the three police precincts.

The number of rapes reported to police stations, including the Boschkop police station, decreased by less than 1%, from 156 to 155 cases.

Captain Colette Weilbach, spokesperson for the Brooklyn police station, says aggravated robbery is of concern to them as violance and weapons usually acompany the crime.

These crimes occur more  frequently in the more affluent suburbs and unfortunately the brooklyn policing precinct is a target.

‘Since last year, the Brooklyn police station has concentrated its efforts on implementing operations and interventions to prevent and combat this particular crime trend,’ says Capt. Weilbach.

Councillor for Safety and Security for the opposition party, Karen Meyer, says the statistics are merely the tip of an iceberg and do not reflect the true extent of the situation.

‘Many residents do not report crimes because they no longer have faith in the police.

‘It should be a wake-up call to the minister and Mayor Gwen Ramokgopa that more officers and vehicles need to be deployed in the east of Pretoria,’ says Cllr Meyer.
