Faster than Anyone … Almost
The day was December 4, 1976. The place was a desert in the state of Oregon. Kitty O’Neil, a very special person, was about to try a very special thing. She aimed to break some speed records in the Motivator, which was a land vehicle that looked like a missile.

First, Kitty O’Neil planned to top Lee Breedlove’s eleven-year-old record of 308 mph. This would give ther the women’s land speed record. After that she wanted to break Gary Gabelich’s record of 623 mph. That would make her the fastest human being on land. Once she had done these things, there was one more speed she planned to beat: 740 mph, the speed of sound.

You might guess that Kitty O’Neil is an ambitious person. And, when it comes to working towards her goals, nothing stopes her – not being a woman in a man’s sport, and not being totally deaf since she was a  baby. If anything, things like these only make Kitty fight harder for her dreams.

The Motivator was pretty special itself. It was more a rocket than a car. It was thirty-eight feet long and made of fibreglass and aluminium. It had only three wheels. The Motivator’s engine was huge. It worked like a rocket. One hundred gallons were needed to get the Motivator up to 600mph.

There were two dangers in Kitty driving the Motivator at such high speeds. Because it did not weigh much, it could become airborne. That is, it might take off into the air. The other danger was that Kitty could black out because of the high speed. But Kitty didn’t seem the least bit worried.

On December 4, everyone got to work.

According to the rules, Kitty had to make two runs. First she would go up the course. Then she would make a return run. The runs had to be made within two hours of each other. The weather and driving conditions would then be about the same. The speeds of the runs were then put together, and the average speed became the official time.

Kitty squeezed into the tiny seat. It was shaped so that she was almost lying on her back. Because she was deaf, she could not talk to her team by radio. Instead, they made hand signals to her. Three, two, one, zero, and she was off – whizzing like a bullet down the course. She raced back to the starting point on her second run. Average time: 322 mph. Her first goal had been met. Kitty had just broken the women’s land speed record.

Two days later, on her ninth and tenth runs, Kitty’s official time was 512.083 mph. At one point she was clocked going 618.3 mph – only 4 mph under the world’s record. Bill Frederick, who thought up the Motivator, agreed with Kitty. ‘Tomorrow,’ he said, ‘we shove the men out of the way.’ But it was not to be. And it was for reasons having nothing to do with either the Motivator or Kitty O’Neil.

Kitty was crushed. She was used to problems, but this was too much. She said: ‘But I’m not going to give up. I’m going to fight. It’s just like being deaf. To overcome a handicap, you’ve got to fight. That’s what it’s all about.’

What is addiction?

At some time or other, most of us wull have laughingly described ourselves as being ‘addicted’ – to pop music, work, chocolates or a TV soap opera like Egoli. Yet, fortunately, using the word in its true sense, few of us are, or are ever likely to become, genuine addicts.

A harmless habit may be difficult to break, but it can usually be done without too many tears. No one has yet reported withdrawal symptoms from cutting down on cream cakes!

For the true addict, however, breaking ‘the habit’ is a very different matter. He or she often becomes a pathetic slave to the substance or activity that has to dominate every aspect of life. It may be alcohol, drugs, smoking, gambling; in fact any habit which is capable of being abused. And it is quite an eye-opener to read in the press about some of the amazing things people do get ‘hooked’ on. Doctors recently described the case of a woman who was addicted to drinking household disinfectant diluted in water! Another woman was addicted to having operations. By lying to doctors about her ailments she’d had forty operations in five years!

But when we talk about addiction and addicts, we immediately think of drugs such as heroin and its users – ‘junkies’. Yet there are considerably more people addicted to the nicotine in ordinary cigarettes than there are heroin addicts.

Alcohol, too, is another highly abused drug. Together with tobacco, its production and sale is one of the biggest legitimate businesses in the world today. It’s also one of our oldest known drugs – even primitive man knew how to make it, and cases of drunkenness are often referred to in the Old Testament.

Knowledge of  many other drugs goes back thousands of years, as well. One of the first references to opium is to be found in Homer’s Odyssey, written before 700 BC.

Only in the last two hundred years, however, did its use really spread. In the early nineteenth century opium could be bought quite openly and many famous people, among them the poets Byron, Shelley, Keats and Coleridge, were users.

Some became addicts – others did not.

And it’s still true today that, as with alcohol, gambling, some people can take drugs in moderation and not become addicted. No one is completely certain why this happens, but research indicates that many addicts, compared with non-addicts, tend to have immature personalities and come from unstable backgrounds.

Some doctors also believe that in cases of alcoholism there could be genetic – or hereditary – reasons fot the addiction. Whatever the cause, the result is always the same – a degrading psychological and physical dependence over which the addict has no control.

But before condemning all drugs as evil, remember that many, including morphine, heroin and cocaine, have all proved invaluable to the medical world as painkillers and aneasthetics.
