Comprehension

This story explains why dassies have no tails. It is a traditional Zulu story.
It is said that the dassie went without a tail because he sent other animals to get it. For on the day that tails were distributed, the sky had become clouded; other animals then went out to fetch their tails, to the place where they were given away. The dassie didn’t go with them. Instead he asked, “O my neighbours, can you bring back my tail for me? I cannot go out of my hole, because it is raining.” But they paid no attention to him.
So the others returned with tails, but the dassie himself never had a tail because he didn’t feel like going out in the rain. He lost all the advantages of having a tail; for a tail is useful for driving away flies. The dassie has nothing to brush them off with.
Such then is the tale of the dassie. It is understood by those who don’t like to work when the weather is bad; they ask others to bring things for them.
So it is said in answer to a person who says, “O, get me…” You say when you refuse him: “The dassie went without a tail because he asked others to get it for him. So-and-so, do not ask me to fetch for you.” You say this so that when you return without it he may  not ask questions like, “How is it that you have not brought it for me, when I asked you to do so?” You answer him with the story about the dassie. So he who asks goes away.

BRILLIANT HAIR
Namibian hairstyles show that there are many different peoples in the country. But they also show the huge gap in living conditions between the rich and the poor. By looking at a person’s hairstyle in earlier times, one could see what community the person belonged to. Today, too, sometimes the hairstyle shows if the person who wears it is a child, a teenager or is married.
This custom is still alive among the Himba people, who live as nomads in Kaokaland in then north-west of Namibia.
Himba boys wear a short, single plait when they are old enough to herd goats and cattle. Later on they wear two thick plaits and when a young man gets married his hairstyle is changed to a turban-type head-dress.
Young Himba girls wear two plaits which hang over their faces until they are about 12 years old. Then the plaits are changed into long thin strands which fall loosely around the head. Thickness and length of hair are considered a sign of beauty. So the Himba girls and women add extra hair and fibre to their own hair.
