Monsters of the deep

Squid

Any of numerous 10-armed cephalopods found in coastal and oceanic waters. Squids may be swift swimmers or part of the drifting sea life. They range in size from about 1,5 cm to the more than 20m of the giant squid (Architeuthis dux), including the tentacles.

Squids have long, tubular bodies and short heads. Two of the ten arms have developed into long, slender tentacles with four rows of suckers that have toothed, horny rings. The bodies of most squids are strengthened by an internal shell. Squids’ eyes, almost as complex as human eyes, are usually set on the side of the head.

To move, squids create a water current by drawing water in letting it out again. This is done very fast and creates a jet of water that ‘shoots’ the animal forward.  Squids also possess fins used in slow movement or hovering. Some squids are able to ‘fly’ through the air for more than a 100 m at a time by using their jets and then gliding on their fins. This usually happens when they are being chased by predators.
Squids occur in large numbers and form one of the greatest potential food resources of the oceans. They are eaten in most parts of the world and in turn, they form a large part of the diet of sperm whales and smaller whales, seals, fishes, and seabirds.

Last month the fishermen in the icy Ross Sea came upon a deep-sea giant of almost six meters long, with spiked tentacles and huge eyes. The creature was taken to New Zealand for analysis. This is the first time a colossal squid (Mesonychoteuthis) has been seen alive.

The massive colossal squid was armed with two huge beaks and rotating hooks along its tentacles. Scientists who examined it created the term ‘colossal squid’ to distinguish it from the giant squid. They say the colossal squid is the biggest and most fearsome squid known to science and could grow longer than a whale.

This find has revived interest in old legends of sea monsters. Could it be that such monsters really existed, and still exist today? New Zealand squid expert Steve O-Shea, from Auckland University of Technology, has described the squid that’s out there. We’ve got something that’s even larger and much meaner.

His colleague Kat Bolstad added, ‘This animal, armed with these hooks and beak not only is colossal but will be a phenomenal predator, something you don’t want to meet in the water.’

Richard Ellis of the American Museum of  Natural History said the colossal squid ‘is no more a monster than Architeuthis is.’ He added, ‘I wrote The Search for the Giant Squid to try and dispel some of the crazy ideas that this cephalopod is in any way dangerous to humans, the same holds true for Mesonychoteuthis.’
Some of the earliest tales about huge, tentacled sea monsters date back to the 12th century when Norwegian seamen described an awesome beast called a Kraken.

Over time the ‘monsters’ that were reportedly seen, became smaller. But the stories persisted. There is even an account of sailors being attacked by a giant squid after their ship sank during the Second World War. At least one sailor was supposedly eaten. And this year, French sailors taking part in a competition reported that an 8 m squid clamped itself to their boat.

Whalers who once worked the southern oceans, were well aware of ‘deep-sea dramas’ played out between colossal squids and sperm whales which fed in Antarctic waters. The whalers often discovered giant squid beaks inside the stomachs of these whales. Professor Paul Roadhouse, head of biological sciences at the British Antarctic Survey, says whalers also noted deep scars and circular marks around the heads of the whales they caught. ‘It’s certain these were caused by the suckers and hooks of big squids,’ he said.
