Entrepreneur finds that persistence pays off
Perseverance can bring rewards. Tommy Mak-hato, owner of MT Black hair Distributors, has learnt this important lesson. He endured many business hardships, be-fore becoming a success-ful entrepreneur in the end. Makhato was one of the two winners of the Business/Sanlam Entrepreneur of the Year awards, earlier this month.
Like the majority of black township youth of his generation, Makhato left school at an early age to seek work, and took a succession of jobs in and around Johannesburg. Between jobs, he main-tained a steady hawking business, selling linen bought from Indian traders to customers in the rural areas of Qwa-qwa. In this way, Ma-khatho managed to accumulate enough funds to enable him to enrol for a part-time course in hairdressing.
On completing the course, Makhato resigned from his permanent employment as a waiter at the Carlton Hotel and established a ‘backyard’ hair salon in Soweto’s Orlando East. Although the business went under after a few months, Makhatho was undaunted. He sold off what was left of his assets and with the proceeds (about R7000) went south-east, to Phu-thaditjhaba in Qwa-qwa.
In 1980, Makhato esta-blished the first professionally run hair salon in the area, with a staff of four, including his wife and two assistants. He operated this business success-fully for four years. During this period, he began distributing hair-care products in town-ships in the Free State, the Northern Cape and Lesotho. Unbeknown to him, his hair-care pro-ducts distribution opera-tion had underlying pro-blems, and these forced him to close down in 1990.He had accu-mulated a huge debt by this time.
Such a setback might have had a lesser entre-preneurial spirit running for cover. The intrepid Makhato, how-ever, got down to some hard work and ended up paying off his debt in less than three months. He then had the idea of establishing a cosmetics store. Makhato felt that – unlike his previous distribution operation – a store would have his hands-on management attention and control because he could spend more of his time man-aging it personally.
The first Jabula store opened in May 1991. The market responded so positively that, by December of that same year, a second Jabula Cosmetics store was established. The third and fourth stores followed in 1994 and 1995, with the staff complement increasing to 29 during that period.
Besides the Jabula Cos-metics operation, Ma-khato, assisted by his wife, operates the Bibi Cash and Carry stores in the Qwa-qwa region. He now owns two hair salons and a community gym, and employs 162 people.

Rules parents should make for pocket money
An allowance should never be a free ride, with kids having total license to spend the money on anything they want. It should always come with spending responsibilities -- and for teens, spending money on their own clothes and other furnishings is a top priority. SECTION B – I AM DAVID
David lay quite still in the darkness, listening to the men’s low muttering. But this evening he was aware of their voices only as a vague, meaningless noise in the distance, and he paid no attention to what they were saying.

The man’s eyes were small, repulsive, light in colour, their expression never changing; his face was gross and fat, yet at the same time square and angular. David had known him all his life, but he never spoke to him more than was necessary to answer his questions; and though he had known his name as long as he could remember, he never said anything but “the man” when he spoke about him or thought of him. Giving him a name would be like admitting that he knew him; it would place him on an equal footing with the others.
But that evening he had spoken to him. He had said, “And if I don’t escape?”
The man shrugged his shoulders. “That’ll be none of my business. I have to leave here tomorrow, and whatever my successor may decide to do about you, I shan’t be able to interfere. But you’ll soon be a big lad, and there’s need in a good many places for those strong enough to work. Of course he may think that you aren’t yet big enough but that it’s still worthwhile feeding you here.”
David knew too well that those other places would not be any better than the camp where he now was. “And if I get away without being caught, what then?” he had asked.
“Just by the big tree in the thicket that lies on the road to our mines, you’ll find a bottle of water and a compass. Follow the compass southward till you get to Salonika, and then when no one’s looking, go on board a ship and hide.
